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1. Toto stanovisko Etické komise
ELSPAC/CELSPAC je vydavano v ndvaznosti

2. Etickd komise prostudovala protokol
studie, posoudila jeji etickou a pravni{ strénku,
zejména se zamérenim na ochranu osobnich tdaju,
ochrany osobnosti a lidské distojnosti probandi,
moznosti jejich svobodného vystoupeni ze studie,
stejné jako  transparentnosti sbéru dat,
biologickych  vzorki  nebo  jednoznaéného
stanoveni vyzkumnych cili a metod vedoucich
k jejich dosaZenf.

3 Etickda komise ELSPAC shledala, Ze
piredkladana Zadost je koncipovana jako navazujici
vyzkum v ramci dlouhodobé studie ELSPAC, resp.
CELSPAC. Z navrhu je zifejmé, Ze budou dodrZeny
viechny standardni mechanismy, které jsou ve

1. This assessment of the ELSPAC/CELSPAC
Ethics Committee is issued following the
application for examination of the ethical and
legal aspects of the study "Sustainable Plant

Protection Transition: a Global Health
Approach”.
2. Ethics Committee examined the study

protocol and assessed the ethical and legal aspects
of the research. Ethics Committee particularly
focused on the privacy protection, protection of
personality and human dignity of probands, their
possibility of a free withdrawal from the study, as
well as the transparency of the collection of data
or biclogical samples. Committee also considered
the definition of the research objectives and
methods leading to their achievement.

3 ELSPAC Ethics Committee found that
submitted application is designed as a follow-up
research study within a longitudinal study
ELSPAC (respectively CELSPAC). From the
proposal it is clear that all standard mechanisms
which are required in the ELSPAC/CELSPAC
studies will be satisfied (especially internal rules
stipulated in the Regulation of the Director of
Center RECETOX No. 1/2018 governing the
processing of personal data in CELSPAC
concerning the collection of biological samples,
treatment of personal data, protection of minors
and vulnerable persons, processing of personal
data by third parties etc.).

4, The participation of probands in the study
is free of charge. The proposed reward (vouchers)
consisting from the amount of 1000 CZK is not
conceived as a reward for obtaining personal data,
but as a reimbursement of participation in the
study and completion of questionnaires.

5. The Ethics Committee did not assess the
ethical aspects of animal experiments. These can
be carried out under the conditions laid down by
Law No. 246/1992 Coll, as amended, for the
protection of animals against cruelty (especially in
the case of non-invasive animal experiments;
invasive experiments are subject to approval by a
special expert commission).

6. Based on these expectations the ELSPAC
Ethics Committee grants

a positive legal and ethical assessment on the
submitted study as far as human participants are

concerned.
